MOORE AREA SHAG SOCIETY
BY-LAWS
(Amended March 21, 2009)
(Proposed Amendments ALL CAP)

ARTICLE I: NAME, OBJECTIVE

SECTION 1. NAME: The name of this organization shall be Moore Area Shag Society, hereinafter
referred to as MASS.

SECTION 2. OBJECTIVE: The principal objective of MASS is to provide its members with
opportunities to socialize with one another, and to indulge in activities that promote the shag dance and its
music.

ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. CHARTER MEMBERSHIP: charter members shall be those individuals who attend the
initial meeting held May 16, 1992 in Southern Pines, NC.

SECTION 2. NEW MEMBERS: Members with currently paid dues may sponsor an individual who
wishes to subscribe and join MASS. These sponsored individuals may attend one function or meeting, and
they must fill out an application that will be submitted to the Membership Committee for approval. New
members wanting to join shall then be introduced at the following meeting and pay their dues.

SECTION 3. VOTING MEMBERS: Voting members are all approved members whose dues are
currently paid in full.

SECTION 3A. MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING: Members in good standing are voting members
who have attended a combination of at least six (6) business or board meetings during a club year: January
1-December 31. The Sergeant-at-arms will be responsible for all members signing in for their record
attendance during the business meeting. Attendance record for the business meeting must be separate from
members/guests attending the party only; a line drawn on sign in sheet will designate business meeting
attendees to be documented by the Club Secretary.

Clause A: Only members in good standing will be allowed to hold office and serve on the board.

Clause B: However, in the event there are not enough so-qualified members to fill all of the board
positions, the board may approve candidates in exception to SECTION 3A, thereby creating
eligible candidates within the meaning of ARTICLE III, SECTION 3, Clause H, and ARTICLE
Iv.

SECTION 4. DUES:
Clause A. Establishment
Annual dues shall be used for the operation of MASS, for funding selected social activities and for

donations to charitable organizations.

Clause B. Amount and Payment of Dues.
1. Annual dues shall be DETERMINED BY THE BOARD.

2. Renewal membership dues shall be payable by the December 31 of each year.

3. Dues will be considered delinquent if not paid by December 31. This member will no
longer be considered a member in good standing, and will have no voting power
until his or her dues are paid in full.
